On behalf of the YWCA USA, one of the nation’s oldest and largest women’s organizations, I am writing to urge you to oppose the Save American Workers Act (H.R. 30). This bill would reduce women’s access to health care coverage and significantly increase the deficit.   
 
A recent survey of local YWCAs, who provide life-changing services to women and families across the country, showed that the women served in our programs faced being underinsured or uninsured as their chief healthcare barrier.  
 
H.R. 30 would weaken the employer mandate under the Affordable Care Act, which has been critical in improving access and affordability to women and families across the country.  The Congressional Budget Office estimates that the Save American Workers Act (H.R. 30) would reduce the number of people receiving health insurance through employers by roughly 1 million.  Additionally, the number of uninsured would increase by less than 500,000 people.  


The YWCA is particularly concerned about the number of women who will become uninsured or lose employer based health care coverage as a result of H.R. 30. We are equally alarmed that this measure, according to the CBO would increase the deficit by $53.2 billion over the next 10 years and increase the number of uninsured.  


We urge your office to oppose H.R. 30 and encourage your office to oppose future efforts to undermine women’s access to health care coverage.
