Dear Majority Leader McConnell, Minority Leader Reid, Speaker Boehner, and Minority Leader Pelosi:

[bookmark: _GoBack]On behalf of the 1.25 million members of AMAC, the Association of Mature American Citizens, I write to congratulate Congressional leadership on their bipartisan effort to eliminate looming Medicare Part B premium increases and to avoid the exhaustion of Social Security Disability Insurance (SSDI) next year.  
AMAC has long pushed for this kind of Congressional response.  We applaud efforts of Congress to eliminate the 52 percent premium increase currently facing 7 million Medicare Part B recipients next year. AMAC has been an outspoken leader in seeking this direct support for America’s fiscally responsible older Americans. Solving America’s ongoing health care problems remains a looming challenge, but this measure now ensures that senior citizens will continue to have access to the affordable healthcare they have earned over a lifetime. 

Founded on the platform of fiscal responsibility and guaranteeing Social Security for all Americans, AMAC welcomes several provisions in the current bill.  They represent urgent and welcome changes to SSDI.  Increased protections against fraud, eliminating identified loopholes, and requiring medical reviews are only a few of the many provisions essential to rooting out waste and abuse.  These are important steps forward for the Nation and to support deserving senior citizens. 

While a long step in the right direction toward fixing Social Security, AMAC is also convinced that more must be done to assure Social Security for future generations.  This near term solution should benefit more than 11 million Americans – but it also speaks to a larger fact:  A permanent, long-term solution to Social Security solvency is urgently needed.  AMAC’s position has always been to establish fiscally responsible solutions to guarantee Social Security, increase accountability and ensure that taxpayers receive what they are promised.  Let the march to that outcome begin! 




We look forward to seeing the results of positive focus on Social Security in this budget deal.  We look forward to working closely with Congressional members, committees, and leaders to establish the intergenerational solvency of our nation’s Social Security system.
